· [bookmark: _Int_8nBf0Xl6]Hello Senate! In my report I just wanted to go over the broad procedure of how the Recommendation of Censure is structured. The statutes outline that the procedure begins with the LJR Chair presenting the Censure to the floor. After it is presented, the LJR Chair gives a summary of the Censure, as well as what occurred during the LJR meeting. After this, questions are open for clarification to the LJR Chair and the members of the LJR committee.
· The issuer will then have a chance to speak and is able to give an opening statement, explain any evidence, and recommend penal action. As a reminder, the issuer is not restricted to the tier system. The tier system is there for suggestive purposes. After the issuer is done speaking, this opens the floor to questioning, but the issuer has the right to refrain from answering any questions they choose. 
· [bookmark: _Int_LumazPkT]Once the questioning time has elapsed, the party that was issued the Censure has 10 minutes to present their case. Questioning time will then begin and the issued also has the right to refrain from answering any questions they choose. Both the issued and the issuer are not able to speak in questioning or debate unless they are answering questions in their roles as the author and party issued during the censure.
· During debate is when the agreement of penal action is discussed and after debate the vote of the censure is conducted. A simple majority vote is needed to formally Censure the party issued.
